Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Ash with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, bilateral renal cysts, and not associated to ADPKD.  Last visit in April.  Follows urology University of Michigan.  Elevated PSA in the 5 to 6 range.  MRI was done consider low risk.  Still biopsy to be done November 20.  He will be transperineal with ultrasound guidance.  Has symptoms of decreased flow stop and go.  Minor incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  No bone pain.  Does have prior left hip replacement.  Chronic edema on the left-sided the opposite of the hip replacement.  Otherwise extensive review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list review.  Let me highlight the ARB valsartan, HCTZ, anticoagulation with Eliquis.  He is off the Neurontin and presently on trazodone.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 143/70.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or costovertebral angle tenderness.  Chronic edema on the right comparing to the left and nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.34 baseline this is from October, GFR 57 stage III, normal potassium, acid base, minor low sodium.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  No indication for dialysis.  Associated bilateral renal cysts but no family history of ADPKD and genetic testing was also negative.  Present blood pressure fairly well controlled.  All chemistries as indicated above.  Normal minor low-sodium, does not require specific treatment.  Avoiding antiinflammatory agents.  Continue rehabilitation for the left-sided hip replacement and elevated PSA, upcoming prostate biopsy.  You are going to see him for the first time in December.  Used to follow with Dr. Jinu.  All issues discussed with the patient.
