He has not had any fever since then. The patient has been eating and playing appropriately. No concern today by mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house. The patient lives with mother, father, and six other siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert. No signs of distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits. Noted teething in the right lower jaw with excessive amounts of drool.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. No lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender with a noted umbilical hernia the mother is aware of.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Labs in the office, RSV and COVID, both were negative.
ASSESSMENT: Teething.

PLAN: Advised mother to continue with Tylenol and Motrin every four hours alternating the two, also can utilize Orajel to place in the child’s mouth to help with discomfort. Follow up as needed with their primary care. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
