Jimmy is a 79-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice today. The patient is currently on hospice with history of prostate cancer. His prostate cancer with metastasis to the bone has left him in pain. He also suffers from hypertension, type II diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. He has a KPS score of 50%, requires pain medication around the clock. He is no longer able to walk independently, he is at a high risk of fall. He has total ADL dependency and has decreased appetite with decreased weight and requires supplementation with meals, but that still continues to be a problem since he has lost the ability to assimilate. His weight loss is unavoidable; at least 5 pounds in the past month. He also has a mass in his colon which causes abdominal pain, swelling and discomfort and requires pain medication around the clock. Overall prognosis remains poor. He requires morphine to control his pain. Given his advanced disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Given the natural progression of his disease, he remains hospice appropriate.
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
