CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 48-year-old Hispanic female referred for evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 48-year-old female who reports increasing fatigue and rapid heartbeat for approximately one to one and a half years. She further reports chest pain which she describes as a tightness. Pain is associated with cough and walking. She has dyspnea which is worsened with activity. She has no specific factors that relieve her symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 80 mg one daily, duloxetine 30 mg one daily, vitamin B one daily, and ibuprofen 600 mg p.r.n. 
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had heart problems, hypertension, diabetes, hypercholesterolemia, and question of colon cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarettes, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Eyes: She wears glasses. She has dryness and burning.

Ears: She has deafness of the left ear.

Nose: She has sinus problems. 
Throat: She reports sore throat. 
Neck: She has pain.
Gastrointestinal: She has heartburn.

Neurologic: She has headache and dizziness.

Musculoskeletal: She has pain involving her hand.
Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/82, pulse 74, respiratory rate 16, height 64”, and weight 196 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 67 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.
