Connie Parcy was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Multinodular goiter.

3. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.05 mg six days per week.

On this visit, there are no major complaints relative to the thyroid although she recently had cataract extraction with minor eye discomfort.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 148/80 and weight 219 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies have shown normal chemistry and TSH of 0.87, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto's thyroiditis stable with thyroid levels.

I have asked she continue the current program as now.

She will require, perhaps, followup by a new endocrinologist as I am retiring on March 31, 2025.
