Dear Dr. Azouz:

Thank you for your referral.

Nancy is a 58-year-old female came for evaluation today for anemia. Her recent blood work showed her hemoglobin was 11.3 and hematocrit was 37.5. Her iron studies were normal with iron saturation of 19%, ferritin was 83, and serum iron was 64. Her B12 were normal. Her hemoglobin electrophoresis was done, which showed that she has beta thalassemia.

DIAGNOSIS: Beta thalassemia and subsequently low hemoglobin.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s hemoglobin may not change much because of her thalassemia minor disease and so no supplement of iron or B12 will change anything. However if she is scheduled for any elective surgery she may donate her own blood and the surgery may be done few days or few weeks afterward so that she could be infused the same blood if the need be.
