HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been constipated on and off for longtime. She has been using over-the-counter laxative with no results over the past three days. She states that she has been having ribbon stool or hard bar stools and her stomach is very painful to touch and very bloated. She has not eaten due to the extreme pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Child is in mild distress. Awake, alert and oriented x3.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Distended, hard with tenderness on palpation. Bowel sounds noted slow bowel sounds, hypoactive, bowel sounds noted in all four quadrants.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Constipation, possible small bowel obstruction.
PLAN: Advised that the patient needs to go to the emergency room for further evaluation and a CT to determine if it is safe to give a laxative or if they need to do a different way to evacuate her impaction. The patient is discharged.
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
