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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The first incident was in 2011, when he was at West Point Academy.  The patient was playing rugby as a mandatory exercise.  He states during the rugby game, person hit left side of his head into the left ear.  The patient instantly has a perforated left eardrum.  He instantly had severe head pain on the whole head.  The instantly becomes very confused and disoriented.  The patient had difficulties speaking words.  The patient was seen at the Medical Doctors Offices.  The patient was diagnosed with head injury and concussion.  The patient tells me that he was confused for the rest of the day.  His headache was also severe.  He had headache for the next two week.  The patient fell nauseous.  The patient has hard-time speaking words during that time.  The second episode was in November 2022.  The patient was in airborne operations.  The patient jumped out of the airplane.  There was high wind.  As he was landed, the patient was going backwards.  The patient landed on his head.  The patient land backward and hit the back of the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for few seconds.  When he regained consciousness, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient has severe headache for the next few days.
Since the event, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has relationship issues because of the temper issues.  The patient becomes very tempered become very short tempered.  The patient becomes angry easily.  The patient has difficulty with memory.  He has short-term memory difficulty.  The patient has difficulties remember events.  The patient has difficulty remember instructions.
The patient is currently student at the UC Berkeley.  The patient is studying MBA Degree.  The patient tells me that his memory deficit is significant effecting his ability to study.  He cannot remember classroom activity.  He cannot remember instructions during class.  He did not remember what professor states.  He states he needs to go through the videos at night after the lectures because he did not remember the material.  The patient tells me that his frequent headaches also affecting his concentration at school.  He has no difficulty to perform because of headaches and short-term memory.  The patient also has significant difficulty with relationship because of his temper issues.
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
