Ms. Richmond is being seen today 10/23/2024 at 1:45 p.m. for face-to-face evaluation. Ms. Laye Richmond is currently on hospice with history of malignant neoplasm related to her liver cancer, ascites, ETOH use, smoking abuse in the past, and weakness. The patient is now completely and totally bedbound. She is morbidly obese, most likely she has sleep apnea. She has now developed a stage II decubitus ulcer over her sacrum which is being treated with Aquaphor. She also has been sleeping a lot more. She has a catheter in place that requires to be changed on a monthly basis. The patient has signs and symptoms of portal hypertension with caput medusae present on her chest wall. She also has protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased albumin, increased confusion, and has no issues with pain at this time with the help of pain medication. Her lorazepam is doing a good job controlling her anxiety. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is cared for by Keyanna who is her primary caregiver and tells me that she has noticed decreased mentation and decreased appetite in Ms. Laye Richmond who also requires 24 x 7 care at this time. Given the natural progression of her illness, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
