This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA. The patient is originally from Norfolk, Virginia, has been in Houston for sometime, lives with her daughter Rosalyn and her husband in Pearland, Texas. She does not smoke. She does not have an extensive history of smoking or drinking in the past. She does have a history of hypertension. She is bedbound, total ADL dependent. She has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. She requires a diaper and has issues with aspiration. She is confused. She is only oriented to person, no longer oriented to time or place. The patient is in the hospital bed, complains of neck, back, and leg pain which is being treated at this time. She also has a history of hyperlipidemia and hypertension along with gouty arthritis as well as diabetes. Her blood sugar today was 95. She is no longer requiring insulin or other medication for blood sugar because of her decreased appetite. She has a history of sleep apnea, refuses to use her CPAP at this time. The patient’s care was also discussed with her daughter Rosalyn. Her KPS score is 40%. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
