Ms. Alberta Breaux was seen for face-to-face today at her daughter’s house, Alice Ward, in La Marque, Texas.

The patient is originally from Port Arthur. She is currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. Also, she suffers from renal insufficiency, diabetes, hypertension, anxiety, sundowner syndrome severe, and renal insufficiency.
The patient recently has been complaining of itching which I suspect is related to her renal failure. She also has swelling of the lower extremities 2 to 3+ bilaterally.
She has been suffering with Alzheimer’s/ senile degeneration of the brain for some time. A few months ago, she was diagnosed with COVID. She was hospitalized. Her daughter Alice thought she was going to die. Since then, she has become almost total and completely bedbound. She did have a breakdown on her sacrum which is now improving. The patient has a heavy history of ETOH use, but no smoking in the past. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is no longer able to walk. She is no longer able to get into the wheelchair. She is able to sit up in bed, but that is about all. She is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. She is ADL dependent per Alice. She is bowel and bladder incontinent per Alice. She wears diapers. She has decreased appetite. She has confusion. She is only oriented to person at this time. Her medication which includes metformin 500 mg b.i.d., irbesartan 300 mg, hydrochlorothiazide 2.5 mg once a day, Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., Detrol 2 mg a day, Norvasc which she is off at this time because her blood pressure is stable, and Zoloft 50 mg once a day were reviewed today with the daughter.
She originally has three children. Her husband died in 2010.
She has had gallbladder surgery, back surgery, leg surgery, and ankle surgery. 

She did have a few episodes of fall before she was hospitalized with COVID, but since COVID, she has not been walking because she has just been too weak and not able to walk. Her confusion is unavoidable, so is her weight loss. Her daughter states that she is not very nice sometimes and she gets very belligerent and that makes her harder to be cared for at home, but she is trying very hard to keep her at home. She is also having issues with her vision and her hearing which definitely worsened in the past few weeks as well.
Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
