The patient presents with congestion, with slight sore throat and cough for the past two days, has history of sinusitis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of allergic rhinitis. Mother is using Claritin and Seldane to help with symptoms. She states that she was referred to an ENT by a pediatrician in Porter and was recommended sleep study and advised probable adenoidectomy from history.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient presently informed that the patient is moving to Woodville within the woods.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing with positive COVID test.

IMPRESSION: COVID with history of allergic rhinitis, recurrent sinusitis, and airway obstruction.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for azithromycin, to continue oral antihistamines. Advised not to take decongestants in the past because of adverse reaction, to follow up with pediatrician and ENT and here as needed.
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
