CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of right lower quadrant pain for two days, on menses, with history of urgent care evaluation in HCA Hospital five months ago with similar symptoms with CAT scan showing presence of ovarian cyst with referral to Texas Children’s Hospital not done per mother. She continued to have pain first two days of her menses on the right side. She states pain feels increased today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Ovarian cyst, right ovary, as above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ tenderness to right lower quadrant without guarding or rigidity. No rebound. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Urinalysis was obtained and showed presence of hematuria compatible with menses. Results of prior CAT scans were obtained from Kingwood Hospital confirming diagnosis of a 2.5 cm right ovarian cyst.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Abdominal pain with cyst, right ovary.

PLAN: Referred to Texas Children’s Hospital for further evaluation and treatment with followup with pediatrician.
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
