CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with son here visiting with history of cough for the past four days. Denies other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, deep vein thrombophlebitis, and prostatic cancer treated with radiation with residual dysuria.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Visiting son from North Carolina as above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is alert, no acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds and scattered rhonchi with O2 saturation of 96%. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained because of age and respiratory distress without abnormality.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with COPD, hypertensive cardiovascular disease, and history of prostatic cancer.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Bromfed DM. Follow up as needed and to see PCP when returns home.
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
