The patient here with painful fingers for the past two weeks with history obtained of biting on his fingers off and on increased the past few weeks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Attending 1st grade. Denies history of conflict or stress associated with school or with siblings.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Appears guarded. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: With excoriations of fingertips of left second, third and fourth fingers and right index finger of ventral surface without evidence of cellulitis.

IMPRESSION: Trauma to fingertips, self-induced.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for mupirocin with topical care with protected Band-Aid, soaking of fingers in warm water, try to reduce habit of chewing on fingers with followup with pediatrician for further evaluation.
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
