CC: Reflux.
HPI: A 90-year-old gentleman seen in apartment that he shares with his wife. He was quiet while she was talking and when it was his turn, he stated that he was having problems with indigestion and stated that he would have just indigestion and burning that would awaken him in the middle of the night and then sometimes during the day he noticed that in the later afternoon he was having similar types of GI symptoms. He was unable to identify any food that could be the cause. There had been no change in medications. He had not been upset about anything that could have caused the symptoms. Looking at his medications, he is not on any GI medication. Discussed a trial of Prilosec both a.m. and h.s. and he is eager to see if it helps.

DIAGNOSES: GERD, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and hypothyroid.
MEDICATIONS: MVI q.d., levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Toprol 25 mg q.a.m., pravastatin 20 mg q.d., D3 1000 mcg q.d., and vitamin C 500 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/56, pulse 61, temperature 97.4, respirations 20, O2 sat 97%, and weight 140 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm at a regular rate. No murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant, nontender. Bowel sounds present.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion. He has trace LEE and has a walker that he will use for distance. He ambulates independently in the room. 

NEURO: He makes eye contact. Speech clear. He voices needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Reflux symptoms that awaken him late at night or early in the morning. A trial of Prilosec 20 mg q.a.m. and h.s. and we will follow up with him next month.
