Ms. Williams is a 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient’s care was discussed with her goddaughter Ms. Walker who tells me that the patient has been very weak. She has decreased appetite. She has had a couple of falls just in the past two weeks. She refuses to wear her oxygen. She is confused. Ms. Walker tried to talk her into wearing the oxygen, but she always takes it off. Her other issues are CVA, pedal edema, and right-sided heart failure. Her O2 sat is hovering around 88 to 89% at this time. She continues to be bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with ADLs. Once again, she does meet the criteria for O2 therapy, but she refuses to wear it. She has a tendency to stay in her bed 12 to 16 hours a day. She also has sundowner syndrome which appears to be worsening. She has a KPS score of 40%. She also suffers from sleep apnea and recurrent urinary tract infection which has required antibiotic therapy in the past. Given the natural progression of her heart disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
