Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. The patient has routine testing.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with apparent early bronchitis.
PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up with pediatrician and emergency room if it gets worse and here if necessary.
