Cravette Strickland has been seen in the office for diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Diabetic nephropathy.

4. Small goiter.

Current Medications: Humalog 75/25, 30-35 units three times a day and lisinopril 20 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints and sugars appear to be in a reasonable range. Although, she did have occasional hypoglycemia.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 144/78, weight 168 pounds, and BMI is 24.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c 7.1%, chemical profile is normal, LDL is 93, urine creatinine ratio is 19, and TSH 1.08 all within acceptable levels.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, diabetic nephropathy, small goiter, and long-term insulin administration.

I have asked that she continue the current program and return for followup in due course.
