HISTORY: This is a 15-year-old child accompanied by mother here with cough. Mother stated that the child has been coughing for over a week, but has gotten worse in the last seven days or so. She states sometimes coughing affects the patient’s activities. He states coughing is productive of green sputum; however, he denies travel history. Denies bloody sputum with cough. Denies weight loss or night sweats.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress. The patient is actively coughing.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/67.
Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.
NOSE: Congested. Clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
THROAT: No edema. No erythema. No exudates. Uvula midline and mobile.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has diffuse inspiratory and expiratory wheezes. This is heard diffusely in his right and left lobes.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.
2. Acute cough.

3. Acute rhinitis.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following medications: Albuterol and Atrovent combination, DuoNeb x 1 after exam. He was reevaluated, wheezing improved. He was observed for 10 minutes while in the ER, he reports no side effects from the medication.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now, one p.o. daily until gone #6.

2. Tessalon 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.

3. Singulair 10 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.

Advised to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
