CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and congestion for the past two weeks, here with son who is also seeking to be seen.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of type II diabetes and hypertension which is apparently followed with home nursing care, questionable hospice care. The patient was seen here in February 2024, referred to the hospital with an acute cerebrovascular accident and aneurysm, in the hospital for two weeks with residual left hemiparesis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with wife with some sort of contact with son.
FAMILY HISTORY: Son with HIV, under treatment, Harris County Clinic.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Without definite rhonchi, rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Neurological: Positive for left hemiparesis. The patient is able to ambulate with some assistance.
The patient had x-ray obtained to rule out pneumonia with no infiltrate identified on routine PA chest x-ray.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with history of hypertension, diabetes, CVA, and cerebral aneurysm with left hemiparesis.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin injection with dexamethasone, with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak, with Bromfed cough medicine. Follow up with primary doctor for further care and released to family.
