The patient presents with pain to left-sided chest for the past week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of rheumatoid arthritis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Here from Puerto Rico for a wedding, leaving tomorrow.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Vesicular type eruption beneath the left breast and to the left posterior T5-T6 dermatome with slight disruption of skin.

IMPRESSION: Apparent shingles with secondary chest pain.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zovirax and also Tylenol No. 3 for pain in addition to taking NSAIDs given to her before by her PCP. Follow up with PCP when she returns to Puerto Rico.
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
