Joseph Carlson was seen in the office for followup of type I diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Continuous glucose monitoring.

On this visit, his blood sugar control appeared to be satisfactory with occasional hypoglycemic reactions.

On examination, blood pressure 122/74, weight 207 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.4%, indicating good control, urine microalbumin less than 7, TSH 0.39, and total cholesterol 159.

His overall control is satisfactory at this point.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy with iLet Beta Bionics pump, no microvascular complications and overall improvement apart from occasional hypoglycemia.

Followup visit in three months.
