Christopher Finneran has been seen in the office for type I diabetes.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

Current Medications: Insulin, lisinopril 5 mg daily, and simvastatin 20 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. His blood sugars appear to be reasonable well controlled.

On examination, blood pressure 122/74, weight 218 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. He does have vitiligo.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7%.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, hyperlipidemia, vitiligo, and insulin pump therapy with OmniPod G5 and Dexcom glucometer CGM monitor.

His blood sugar profile was reviewed and the CGM was downloaded and discuss.

Minor adjustments are made to his insulin program. Followup visit in three months.
