PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Post gastric bypass surgery.

5. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Insulin, Jardiance 25 mg daily, Mounjaro 5 mg weekly, and levothyroxine 0.125 mg, nine pills per week.

She states that her blood sugars are most likely in a satisfactory range at this time.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/72, weight 194 pounds, and BMI is 35. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Hemoglobin A1c 5.8%, GFR 105, LDL cholesterol 77, urine micro/creatinine ratio less than 16, and TSH 1.22.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy, post gastric bypass surgery, hypothyroidism, and obesity.

The Mounjaro has been increased to 7.5 mg weekly and all other medications are continued as now.

Insulin pump was downloaded and reviewed in detail.

Followup in February 2025.
