Workup on Elia Garay has been nondiagnostic. Her PT/PTT, INR, and platelet count were unremarkable. Her ferritin was low. Her hemoglobin was normal. Her physical examination was essentially unremarkable today. She did not have any more bruises of significance.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Easy bruisability cause unclear.

2. Possible underlying connective tissue disorder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Although at this point is not clear what these could be since her easy bruisability is mild we will just watch it. I advised her to call me if there is significant bruising. We will see her in three months for further evaluation. At this point, I think close watch might to be sufficed. She could have disorder, which predisposes her to easy bruisability on account of connective tissue problems. However, again at this point, there are no clear cut clues as to where to look so we will just follow her and watch it closely.
