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Pertinent medical records from the hospital indicate that the patient presented with a white count of 20,000. Chest x-ray showed bronchiolitis of the anterior segment of the left upper lobe. CTA was negative for PE. Troponin negative for myocardial infarction. White count did come down. Lantus was started; of course, he is on 40 units now. His tachycardia improved. He had echocardiogram; those results are not noted to me, but he did have it and he was sent home on the above-mentioned medications. No mention of cardiomyopathy though. Again, CTA was negative.
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
