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A 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. She also suffers from hypertension, polyneuropathy, chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, sleep apnea, obesity, human immunodeficiency virus disease, hypothyroidism, and depression. The patient requires pain medication around the clock to control her symptoms with severe pain. She has a KPS score of 40%. Caretaker, Quitin Butler, tells us that she is much weaker, she is becoming forgetful, has decreased mentation. She was recently hospitalized for decubitus ulcer between her anus and her vaginal opening which requires dressing changes at this time. The patient continues to be short of breath and has issues with orthopnea, PND, total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
