This is a 55-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CHF, low EF, and shortness of breath. He is no longer able to care for himself. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent. He has had a history of stroke, myocardial infarction, has four stents in his heart, he is short of breath with activity. He also suffers from obesity, sleep apnea, right-sided heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, gastroesophageal reflux, passive congestion of the liver. KPS score is at 40%, decreased appetite. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He also has history of left BKA and peripheral vascular disease. He does have shortness of breath, but he is maintaining his O2 sat on room air around 92-94%. He does have oxygen that he uses on a p.r.n. basis as well.
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
