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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in Hawaii in 2024.  The patient tells me that it was during a training exercise, a field training exercise.  The patient was running up the hill to shoot.  He suddenly slipped and smashed on to his face.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness immediately.  The patient has severe head pain when he woke-up.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for five minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient has a severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The second episode was during the National Training Center, the patient was driving.  The patient tells me that while he was driving, he would hit the ditch.  The patient tells me that he got into an accident.  The patient tells me that he hurt his face onto the stirring wheel.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness, however, the patient has severe head pain.  The patient will have significant dizziness symptoms.  The patient was disoriented.
Since the event, the patient tells me that was slow in his speech.  The patient has constant headaches.  The patient has visual disturbances or with the floaters in his eyes.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient has loss of chain of thought.  The patient also has difficulty with his mood.  The patient has anxiety problems.
The patient did tell me that he is currently not working.  The patient was a combat engineer previously in the military.  However, the patient tells me that he is unable to perform combat engineer because of his headaches.  The patient has loss of concentration and focus because of the severe head pain.  The patient also has significant cognitive memory deficits.  The patient was not able to follow instructions.  The patient has a significant loss of chain of thoughts during instruction.  The patient is not able to follow instructions easily.
