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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that during the year 2012 to 2015, the patient has had many deployments in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to a lot of bomb explosions.  The patient tells me that every time there is a bomb explosion, the patient felt the shock wave.  The patient tells me that he was working on heavy machinery with aircraft.  The patient tells me that he fell to the ground and hit his head.  The patient had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about five minutes. When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.
Currently the patient has severe head pain. The patient has headaches, neck pain, and sensitivity to light. The patient has blurred vision. The patient has loss of balance. The patient has severe tiredness. The patient has chronic depression. The patient tells me that he is thinking slowly. The patient tells me that he is speaking and reading very slowly. The patient has difficulty with concentration. The patient also has significant confusion problems.

The patient currently is a student at the University of Arizona.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with concentration and focus in school. The patient tells me that he has difficult to follow instruction. The patient tells me that his memory is significantly affecting his grades. His headaches are clearly decreasing his concentration and focus in school.
