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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2014 in Texas, the patient tells me that he was involved in a training exercise with explosives.  The patient tells me that he was very near to the explosives.  The patient tells me that with the shockwaves, it significantly caused headaches.  The patient feels dizziness and lightheadedness with which each explosion.  The patient tells me that he got confused and disoriented.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.

The patient tells me also in Fort Hood in Texas in 2014, the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient tells me that it was during a training exercise, the patient was driving.  The patient tells me that he ran into a cow.  The patient tells me that the airbag deployed and it hit his head.  The patient tells me that it hit the front of the head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate headaches.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the next two days.  The patient tells me that the headache was severe.  The patient did not lose consciousness.
The patient tells me that since this event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient is ringing in the ears constantly.  The patient has decrease in concentration and focus.  The patient also has lightheadedness symptoms.
The patient is currently in school.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his school.  The patient has developed constant ringing in the ears and headaches, which are significantly decreasing his concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to follow instructions in school.  The patient is not able to remember school materials.  These symptoms are significantly affecting his grades.
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
