Ms. Hall is being recertified today on hospice with history of COPD. She also suffers from hypertension, polyneuropathy, chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, sleep apnea, obesity, positive HIV, hypothyroidism and depression. The patient was recently in the hospital with perineal decubitus ulcer, which required treatment after the infection was brought under control. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has a caretaker Quinton who is aware of her weakness and her frailty and very concerned about her condition. The patient also has orthopnea, PND, shortness of breath, tachycardia, O2 sat is at 91%; hence, the patient requires 2 liters of oxygen at all times including nebulizer treatment on regular basis. She does have cor pulmonale with lower extremity edema right-sided heart failure and findings of JVD on the exam. The patient’s pain is controlled with hydrocodone 10/325 mg, which is working at this time and the constipation has been kept under control with the stool softeners. KPS score is at 40%. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She was recently hospitalized with a decubitus ulcer and also with the exacerbation of her COPD at the same time.
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
