Ms. Schenkman is being seen today for face-to-face evaluation with a history of COPD. The patient is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. She is using her oxygen and her nebulizer treatment on regular basis. The O2 is at 92% on 3 liters. The patient’s lower extremity is responding to Lasix, which was initiated after the patient was discharged from the hospital. Judith, her caretaker, tells me she has very little appetite, child-like appetite actually. She continues to have stage I/II decubitus ulcer in her sacrum. Her KPS score is 40% and she is showing huge decline since hospitalization that took place end of September. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient is expected to do poorly and will most likely die within six months given the natural progression of her COPD.
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
