CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 82-year-old female who is seen for initial evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 82-year-old female who was scheduled for a cataract surgery. She was subsequently noted to have an abnormal EKG. The patient was subsequently referred for an evaluation. The patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Atypical ventricular tachycardia. She was subsequently placed on a beta-blocker.
2. Diabetes type II.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Breast cancer.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Status post left total mastectomy.
2. C-section.
3. Status post fall with left wrist fracture.
MEDICATIONS: Of note, the patient’s medications include:

1. Enteric coated aspirin 81 mg one daily.

2. Benazepril 5 mg one daily.

3. Carvedilol 6.25 mg one b.i.d.
4. Glipizide ER 10 mg one b.i.d.
5. Metformin 1000 mg one b.i.d.
6. Alendronate 35 mg q. weekly as directed.

7. *__________* 5 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: 
1. CAPTOPRIL causes a rash.
2. CODEINE causes nausea and vomiting.

FAMILY HISTORY: Parents had diabetes. Father had a heart condition. Siblings all have diabetes.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is noted to have a history of ongoing cigarette smoking. She denies alcohol or drug use. She is a retired registered nurse.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 
Constitutional: She has had weight loss.

Eyes: She reports cataracts.

Ears: She has decreased hearing.

Oral Cavity: She has dentures.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 115/66, pulse 91, respiratory rate 16, height 60”, and weight 164.6 pounds.

Examination otherwise was unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 85 beats per minute with slight ST elevation in leads II and aVF. There is slight T-wave inversion in leads V1, V2 and V3.
IMPRESSION: This is an 82-year-old female who was seen preoperatively. She has a history of atypical ventricular tachycardia. She was noted to have an abnormal EKG. Overall, she is scheduled for a low-risk procedure and can possibly undergo surgery without complications. However, I am concerned with the slight ST elevation in the two leads. We will proceed with echocardiogram. Further consideration for nuclear stress test. From the perspective of her cataract surgery, she could possibly undergo surgery without significant risk. However, I am concerned about the EKG and further workup is recommended.
