A 65-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure.

The patient is on 2 L of O2 with O2 sat around 96%, uses a nebulizer four times a day. He complains of being weak. He has had issues with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. His appetite has been diminished.

His heart rate is 88 today with a blood pressure of 122/69. Mr. Gallaway is much more comfortable when he uses his O2. It also helps him with his anxiety and his tachycardia. His tachycardia is most likely related to his lack of oxygen, hypoxemia and CHF, but again it improved with the help of oxygen on board. His KPS score is at 40%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
