A 61-year-old woman is being evaluated for face-to-face today with severe COPD, cor pulmonale, tachycardia, nebulizer treatment on regular basis, chronic pain related to hepatitis C, neuropathy, anxiety, and cardiovascular disease. The patient initially had lost 25 pounds. She has maintained her weight, ADL dependent, and bowel and bladder incontinent. She also suffers from hypertension, tachycardia, pulmonary hypertension and recent exacerbation of COPD requiring antibiotics. Her weight loss and tachycardia is unavoidable given her degree of COPD. She uses her nebulizer treatment at least five or six times a day. She has severe debility, weakness, air hunger and anxiety. Xanax is doing an ample job controlling her symptoms she tells me at the moment. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the patient’s natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
