HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 85-year-old gentleman used to be a truck driver single no children, lives in Houston by himself has a history of congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, recently required defibrillator pacemaker in February 2024.

He has issues with shortness of breath, any kind of activity level, makes him short of breath. He also has a history of hyperlipidemia, BPH, bladder spasm, hypertension, glaucoma, and status post corneal transplant. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, BPH, hyperlipidemia, congestive heart failure, low ejection fraction, and echocardiogram results are pending.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gallbladder surgery, herniated disc surgery, hernia operation and eye surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Prazosin 2 mg once a day, Myrbetriq 50 mg a day, Proscar 5 mg a day, Lipitor 20 mg a day, prednisone eye drops, Coreg 3.25 mg twice a day, and Norvasc 5 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Flu shot and pneumonia shots are up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has never been a heavy smoker or drinker. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of stroke and cancer. Mother died of CHF and myocardial infarction.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is a bit confused, but he is able to tell me who he is what year it is and where he lives. He is short of breath with activity. His O2 sat is stable at this time at 100%. He has had weight loss. He has pedal edema. He has no symptoms of stroke, TIA, or lateralizing symptoms. He has lost weight. He is weak. He had debilitation and he is able to move all four extremities without any issues.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We find Mr. Branch to be a thin 85-year-old black gentleman who appears weak. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/74. Pulse 88. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98% on room air.

NECK: Positive JVD. 

LUNGS: Rhonchi and rales.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 irregularly irregular consistent with atrial fibrillation. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. An 85-year-old black gentleman with atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, low EF at a high risk of sudden death status post defibrillator placement by Dr. Sharma. Records are pending regarding his actual EF. 

2. Hypertension.

3. Bladder spasm.

4. BPH.

5. Tremendous weight loss at least 20 pounds in the past month with debility, weakness, cardiac cachexia and active congestive heart failure evident with JVD and swelling in the lower extremity.

6. Weight loss.

7. Status post defibrillator placement.

8. Last hospitalization was in February regarding the defibrillator placement.
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
