The patient is seen with pruritic, slightly inflamed lesions to left arm. She stated she noticed itching there yesterday with small amount of erythema now, wondering if possible spider bites in their home; worried because relatives coming next week and they might be exposed to same insects.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Erythematous, slightly indurated lesion to the left lateral elbow measuring 5 cm in diameter and also an erythematous lesion to the left lateral wrist measuring 3 cm without induration, without evidence of cellulitis or fluctuance.

IMPRESSION: Local reaction to insect bite.

PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone injection with Medrol Dosepak and advised to follow up with her PCP or go to the emergency room if necessary, to seek additional measures in her home including fumigation and other assistance as needed.
