CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with diffuse rash with intense itching for the past several hours. She thinks it may be a reaction to the perfume that she used last night two times with sensation of irritation after application of perfume.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in moderate distress with itching. Skin: Diffuse urticarial type eruption. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: All within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Acute allergic reaction with urticarial reaction to possible perfume.

PLAN: Given dexamethasone 15 mg IM with prescription for Medrol 4 mg Dosepak, to continue with Benadryl 50 mg as needed for itching with expected resolution of rash over the next few hours. She is here with her son, kept in clinic and observed for 30 minutes, but without resolution of rash. I felt the patient was able to be discharged, to pick up prescription on their way home and to take additional Benadryl there as well as starting on Medrol Dosepak as soon as she gets it. Follow up as necessary with PCP, emergency room if necessary and here if necessary.
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
