This is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient continues to weigh around 70 pounds or less. She eats very little. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is ADL dependent. She is bed bound.
She has severe muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.

She speaks one or two words, most of the time not intelligible or unintelligible. The patient’s caregiver Fadia tells me that the patient is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient’s confusion, weight loss, decreased mentation, and overall debility are consistent with end-stage degeneration of the brain, which the patient is on hospice for at this time. Her KPS is at 40%. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
