Dear Mr. Daniels:

This is a followup visit for Ms. Modlin with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and bilaterally small kidneys.  Her last visit was a year ago.  She has been feeling well.  Her weight is stable.  No hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight metoprolol she takes 12.5 mg daily and other medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight 140 pounds.  Pulse 70.  Blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 130/72.   Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 10/30/2024.  Creatinine is stable at 1.04, estimated GFR is 55, calcium 9.1, albumin 4.1, phosphorus 3.5, sodium 136, potassium 4.1, carbon dioxide 24, hemoglobin 12.9 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to check labs every 6 to 12 months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.

3. Bilaterally small kidneys.  The patient will have a followup visit with the practice in 12 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
