Dear Dr. Shankariah:

This is a followup for James with left-sided nephrectomy and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  Follows with Dr. Sahay.  No recurrence of malignancy.  Hard of hearing.  Comes accompanied with family member.  Uses a cane.  Weight and appetite stable.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No blood or melena.  Isolated diarrhea for the most part normal bowel movements.  No infection in the urine.  Follows cardiology University of Michigan.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Denies the use of oxygen.  No CPAP machine.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Review of system done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  Anticoagulation Eliquis.  I want to highlight the nitrates and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 220 pounds and blood pressure 92/56.  Hard of hearing.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular no abnormalities.   Overweight of the abdomen.  No edema.

Labs:  Recent chemistries electrolyte and acid base stable.  Nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, and PTH stable.  Creatinine 2.0 for a GFR of 33.  Low level of protein in the urine, no blood.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Left-sided nephrectomy, clear cell renal cell carcinoma, no recurrence.

2. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.

3. Stable hemoglobin, electrolytes, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, nutrition, and PTH.  Minimal activity in the urine and low level of protein.

4. Coronary artery disease prior bypass clinically stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
