Letter on behalf of Mr. Pina who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and proteinuria.  Last visit was on November 4.  Recently, exposed to steroids and Toradol for back pain that has exacerbated blood pressure control; today was 146/90; at home, usually runs 120/70.  He is compliant with the blood pressure medications that include losartan, Norvasc, HCTZ, and metoprolol.  Establishing recently with new primary care Dr. Reichmann. They are trying some oral semaglutide as a way to induce some weight reduction that might help with the blood pressure.  There is stable kidney function.  He is not restricted in any activities besides his back pain.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
