Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Kniffen with chronic kidney disease from obstructive uropathy, urinary retention, and enlargement of the prostate.  Last visit in April.  Comes accompanied with wife.  He is careful with catheterization five times a week. An episode of urinary tract infection in August.  No bleeding.  He is overweight.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc and Lipitor.  He also takes sildenafil.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 265 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 141/78.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.  Chronic eye problems with non-conjugate movement alternating right and left.

Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine 1.97 representing a GFR of 35, which is baseline for him.  Other labs reviewed.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB stable over time.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.

2. Obstructive uropathy from urinary retention.  Continue catheterization.

3. Blood pressure in the office on the upper side, needs to be checked at home.  I did not change medications today.

4. There has been no need for EPO treatment.

5. Present potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
