Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Hendon who has advanced renal failure.  Has a right-sided AV fistula.  Last visit in July.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Plans colonoscopy this week, Thursday, Dr. Bonacci.  There is a boil on the right armpit, is already draining some pus, but no fever.  No vomiting.  No decrease in urination or changes in bowels.  He is going to call your office today.  Recent bronchitis resolving.  No respiratory distress.  No hemoptysis.  No supplemental oxygen.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight phosphorus binders Renvela, metabolic acidosis on bicarbonate, and vitamin D 1,25 for elevated PTH.  For his prostate, on Flomax and Proscar.  Short and long-acting insulin as well as Trulicity.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 213 pounds, previously 219 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 132/88.  Right-sided AV fistula, brachial area, well developed.  There is a boil on the right armpit, indurated, some pus coming out.  He does not look toxic.  No evidence to compromise the fistula.  He does have severe hand cyanosis, but this is baseline for him.  Lungs are clear and distant.  No pericardial rub.  No gross arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No edema.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech and nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries in October, creatinine 6.3 representing a GFR of 9.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage V.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Has an AV fistula on the right side.  There has been anemia, but no EPO treatment.  On treatment for secondary hyperparathyroidism. On treatment for phosphorus binders; present level of 5.5.  Metabolic acidosis on replacement.  Present potassium and water balance normal.  Nutrition normal.  Calcium normal.  Chemistries on a monthly basis.  We start dialysis based on symptoms that he does not have.  He will call your office for the boil on the right armpit.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
