SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
EXTREMITIES: Focused left foot exam shows a 2 mm raised, hard, tender-to-the-touch, circular lesion, non-draining.
ASSESSMENT: Corn, left foot pain.
PLAN: We will inject in the office with a steroid. Advised her to change her shoes, continue wearing a corn pad. Advised to follow up with the pediatrician for possible removal. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
