SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Kaitlyn is a 35-year-old married Caucasian female who has been in treatment for attention deficit disorder. She describes she has been doing much better on the medication, but she is right now under stress because people are not calling her for work. She was transporting patients from hospital for radiation therapy. I further reassured that she should look far it will be coming up, but she should discuss with the facility some alternative job for her to which she agrees. She is alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. There were no auditory or visual hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She describes since she is taking medication her productivity has increased and her functioning has improved. She is not getting upset or angry with her two little kids.
ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. Continue with Adderall 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon. A 30-day supply of the medications was ordered. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
