The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis is a 68-year-old married Caucasian male who has been doing fairly well on current treatment for his bipolar disorder, hypertension and arthritis. However, he describes one thing goes, another thing comes up. Recently, his car transmission broke down and it cost a lot of money and he is worried about it. I further explained this is the real reason for his anxiety and he has to work on it. Otherwise, he describes he is doing much better. He is sleeping and eating all right. Denies any depression or anxiety or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or paranoid delusions. Denies any side effect of the medication. He has been seeing therapist on a weekly basis. 
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder – symptomatically stable. 
PLAN: Currently on duloxetine 30 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, and Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply of the medications was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects explained. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
