SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Florence is a 62-year-old female who has been in treatment for bipolar mood disorder, currently maintained on olanzapine 10 mg daily, oxcarbazepine 300 mg daily, and Zoloft 150 mg daily. She has a history of chronic kidney disease and had undergone bilateral mastectomy and has been maintained on prophylactic treatment for mastectomy and also taking Sensipar for chronic kidney disease. She has been going on dialysis three times a week. She indicated that she stopped going to Corewell Hospital for dialysis; she started going to Greenfield Dialysis Center. She believes the staff over there is good; they are more supportive and more caring. She feels quite happy about it. She denies any paranoid thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She has been compliant with the medication. I appreciate her improvement and also her performance. I encouraged her that she should continue doing whatever she is doing. She has been also taking care of her elderly friends, living with them. She is alert and oriented. Mood pleasant, affect bright. Speech clear. No involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, chronic kidney disease, and status post bilateral mastectomy.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive care and all the medications that are olanzapine 10 mg daily, Tegretol 300 mg daily, Zoloft 100 mg daily. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
